Upon receipt entries will be blinded
and a review committee, comprised of personnel from Eagles Ridge Ranch and the Minnesota 4-H
Horse Association, will select five finalists. The finalists will then be interviewed by phone to select
the winner.

The winner will be notified by phone. Transfer of ownership and presentation to the winner will occur
at the 2008 Minnesota State 4-H Horse Show. The weanling will be present for viewing for the
duration of the show. It is the expectation of Eagles Ridge Ranch and the Minnesota 4-H Horse
Association that the winner agrees to bring the properly cared for horse to the 2009 State 4-H Horse
Show for exhibit and related special events; successive shows as an option. Previous winners are
ineligible.
